We at The H. W. Wilson Co. would like to thank the EAR Committee for its thoughtful review of Wilson's "The AMICO Library" on its WilsonWeb online product. The comments and suggestions put forward by the Committee are very helpful in confirming that we are on the right track with regard to meeting our customers current information needs and to future product development. In early October, 2002 the new WilsonWeb will be formally introduced. It will run in a parallel environment with the current WilsonWeb for a period of time. This should give all of our users time to become accustomed to the new interface and search engine. 

In general, a key point should be emphasized when considering Wilson's "The AMICO Library." 

The AMICO Library can be searched alone or simultaneously with other WilsonWeb databases, including Art Full Text, Art Index Retrospective, Art Abstracts, Art Index, Biography Reference Bank and Wilson Biographies Plus Illustrated. The potential for use in class lectures, research assignments, academic presentations, papers and other classroom assignments cannot be matched…anywhere. 
With the introduction of the new WilsonWeb in early October there are a number of key features that will greatly enhance the experience of those using The AMICO Library database and other Wilson databases. 

A new intuitive interface that is easy to navigate. It will encompass the latest in electronic database and internet search and display techniques, including:
- Relevancy Ranked Results (rules based)
- Date Ranked Results
- Custom Ranked Results.
- Tool Tips
- Dynamic Screens 
Powerful new search capabilities, including:
- Exact phrase searching
- Proximity searching
- Boolean searching
- Natural Language Searching
- Full Text Searching
- Thesaurus for every database
- Browse function
- Search History updating – the user can save search strings for up to 6 months on Wilson's computer. 
Customizable interface, including:
- Library can define user classes
- Customize button and toolbar text
- Restrict certain system functions
- Enter customer library links
- Generate usage reports
- Enter the library's logo for display on all search screens. 

Relevancy ranked search results and sort options. 

The new InfoCenter will include many helpful items such as How to Cite articles, how Wilson sets the quality standard in its definition of Peer Reviewed journals, Database Descriptions, a Journal Directory and a Quick Reference Guide, plus much more. 

A dynamic Help section.
